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GROSS MOTOR Be sure to try each activity with your child.

1. While standing, does your child throw a small ball
overhand in the direction of a person standing at least
6 teet away? To throw overhand, your child must raise
his arm to shoulder height and throw the ball forward.
(Dropping the ball, letting the ball go, or throwing the
ball underhand should be scored as “not yet.")

2. Does your child catch a large ball with both hands?
You should stand about & feet away and give your
child two or three tries.

3. Without holding onto anything, does your child stand

on one foot for at least 5 seconds without losing her 'a,kz‘\b
balance and putting her foot down? You may give your g

child two or three tries before you mark the answer.

4. Does your child walk on his fiptoes for 15 feet (about the length
of a large car)? You may show her how to do this,

5. Does your child hop forward on one foot for a distance of 4-6
feet without putting down the other foot? You can give him two
tries on each foot. Mark "sometimes” if he can hop on one
foot anly.

6. Does your child skip using alternating feet? You may show her how

to do this.

Mark “sometimes” if your child goes off the line three times.

2. Ask your child to draw a picture of a person on a biank sheet of paper.
You may ask your child to “Draw a picture of a girl or a boy" If your
child draws a person with head, body, arms, and legs, mark “yes." f
your child draws a person with only three parts (head, body, arms, or
legs), mark “sometimes.” If your child draws a person with two or fewer
parts (head, body, arms, or legs), mark "not yet" Be sure to attach
